Home Page Template

One of the biggest mistakes that people make with their home page text is making it too complicated.  Your home page is what visitors see when they arrive at your site—and you have a few seconds to engage them and make them want to stay and see what you have to offer.  Less than three seconds to be exact for visitors to decide whether they want to hang out, or click away forever.

Here is a template that will help you design a catchy and engaging home page for your website.

Catchy headline, bold and right underneath the navigation bar where it is highly visible.  Use keywords that clearly identify your audience.

 Example: Work at Home Moms Looking for Simple Stress Relieving Solutions
Follow your headline with keyword-rich text that clearly describes the problems they are looking to solve. Be sure to identify and appeal to your ideal client—use the right colors and wording to accomplish this! 

Example: If you're a stay at home mom who also juggles a full-time job from your home office, and wish you had more time to yourself, you're in the right place!  Have you been wondering how some of your friends and colleagues make working at home and balancing a family seem so easy?  Does it seem like they have a secret that you wish they would let you in on? 

Use detailed and accurate descriptions of their pain points, draw a picture of them and list their exact thoughts of feelings.  Example:

Do any of these statements sound familiar?

· You are so busy from the moment your feet touch the floor in the morning until your head hits the pillow at night that you don't have a moment to youself
· Your friends and family have been telling you that you seem tired or worse, LOOK tired (ouch!)
· You KNOW that if you don't start taking better care of yourself better your stress levels are only going to get worse 
· Sometimes you think it would be easier to just go back to work! 
Once you have captured their attention, briefly tell them how your business is the answer to their problems. Stick to your niche and emphasize how your products and services specialize in this area.

Use mainly “you” statements, and avoid using “I” statements—convince your visitors that they need you by appealing to them personally.

Following this simple template will help you design a home page for your website that will grab the attention of your visitors and make them want more!
